3.Turn right at Clopper Rd/MD-117 W
4.Turn right at Barnesville Rd/MD-117 W/MD-121 N
5.Turn left at Barnesville Rd/MD-117 W 

Continue to follow Barnesville Rd.  Farm will be on the left.  Watch for black, four-rail post and board fencing.  Proceed all the way up driveway to main barn, passing small barn on right.

From Brunswick, MD or Lovettsville, VA and points west and south:

4.Turn left at MD-464 E/Point of Rocks Rd
5.Turn right at US-15 S
6.Turn left at Clay St/MD-28 E 

Continue to follow MD-28 E

7.Turn right at Dickerson Rd/MD-28 E
8.Turn left at Dickerson School Rd
9.Continue onto Mt Ephraim Rd
10.Turn right at Barnesville Rd 

Farm will be on the right.  Watch for black, four-rail post and board fencing.  Proceed all the way up driveway to main barn, passing small barn on right.

1. From US-15, head east on Clay St/MD-28 E 

2.Turn right at Dickerson Rd/MD-28 E
3.Turn left at Dickerson School Rd
4.Continue onto Mt Ephraim Rd
5.Turn right at Barnesville Rd 

Farm will be on the right.  Watch for black, four-rail post and board fencing.  Proceed all the way up driveway to main barn, passing small barn on right.
