The Institute of Applied Equine Podiatry is proud to have you in attendance at our NEW 3-Day Workshop Venue for 2011. Workshop address: Ash Tree Farm, Ash, Dartmouth, Devon.  Your host name is Jenny Rogers.  You may contact Jenny at 01803 712 437 for more info regarding the venue and location.
The workshop begins at 9:00 AM on Friday, Sep 30th, 2010.  Day 1 is a classroom day, so please bring a notebook and comfortable clothing.  Day 2 and 3 cadaver days and will be outside of the classroom.   Basic tools are provided in your tuition fee to include a knife, rasp and handle for day 3.  For any additional tools, you may browse our products at www.equinepodiatry.net or your UK distributor’s website at www.AEPsupplies.co.uk.  You may wish to purchase an apron or wear something to protect your legs.  Chaps are approved as we are not working under live horses.  So plan accordingly.  A pair of gloves is also recommended as we will be working on Cadavers.  We recommend a close fitting pair as they are easier to handle.
Deposits are being taken via our website in the amount of $150.00 USD to hold your spot.  Balances are due for the course 30 days prior to the start date of Sep 30th.  Your balance amount that is due to complete your registration is $225.00 USD.  Total cost of the course is $375.00 USD.  If you have any questions, please feel free to email me directly. For your convenience, we have supplied you with your driving directions to Ash Tree Farm:
By Car:  From the M5 at EXETER, continue westwards on the A38 heading towards Plymouth.  About 20 miles along this road from Exeter take the turn off to TOTNES & DARTMOUTH.  At TOTNES TAKE THE A381 to DARTMOUTH AND KINGSBRIDGE.  After about 10 miles, turn off this road, on your left, onto the B320 at HALWELL, signposted to Dartmouth.  Just before Dartmouth, you will pass Dartmouth Golf and Country Club on your left.  In just about another mile, there is a garden centre, called Garden Time on your right, 500 yards beyond that, also on the right, there is a white house and a sign on the lane alongside it (still on your right) to Ash Tree Farm.  From here, the farm is about a mile along this road, located at the second crossroads. 

 

Exeter airport is the closest facility to this venue.  There is a shuttle bus to Central Exeter from the airport.  From here it is best to catch a train (very limited buses) to Totnes which is about 12 miles away, and then be picked up by host or get a taxi to the farm.

 

Totnes Station is the nearest mainline train station, and it is on the main west country route from most large cities en route to Plymouth or Penzance.  You may contact your host for train information and how to arrange that.  
 

Host Recommendations:  Devon is a popular tourist area, so there are lots of accommodation venues very close to the farm.  Dartmouth is only 2 miles away and is a popular holiday resort.  A good touring caravan site is Woodlands Leisure Park (2 miles away) which is good for families as you have free access to all the attractions and a good camping/caravan site is Leonard's cove, on the cliffs above the beaches, again about 2 miles away.   Lots of local accommodation can be found on the Dartmouth Tourist Information Website, lots of local Bed and Breakfast houses, hotels and self-catering places are shown here, as well as things to do and places to visit.  There is also Norton Park Holiday Camp which rents out basic chalets quite cheaply, and is only one mile away.  On the farm, we can let people camp, or bring a camper van or small caravan and we will let them use the facilities in the farmhouse as we do not have hook-ups.  Please contact your host, Jenny Rogers directly (01803 712437) if you wish to arrange a camping set up.
