At the next roundabout, go straight across (Brian Leighton Garage is on the right hand side)

DO NOT take the Howden Exit.

At the next roundabout, turn left, sign posted Howden.

(Longs Garage is on the left)

Go along this road for approx. 1.2 mile. Taking care at the sharp right hand bend. 

(The cross Keys pub and Orchid Thai restaurant is on the corner and the road joins Flatgate.)
