Directions to the Manoir de Kervingant, 22310 Tremel:  From the N12, from Guingamp in the direction of Morlaix, take the exit PLESTIN LES GREVES (D42).  Follow this road until the village of Tremel, take the first road on your LEFT, between the houses (opposite the sign for the dechetterie).  Follow this lane until you reach the Manoir de Kervingant on your right.

Day 5: Traou Beslay, 22260 Saint-Clet, Côtes-d'Armor, Bretagne, France.

 

Directions to Traou Beslay, 22260 Saint Clet: From the N12, in the direction from Morlaix to Guingamp (as if going from the Manoir to Guingamp), stay on the motorway past the exit for Guingamp-centre, and take the exit for the D5, BELLEVUE, SAINT-AGATHON, PONTRIEUX etc.  Continue through the industrial estate towards SAINT-AGATHON; LANVOLLON; PONTRIEUX.  At the first roundabout go straight through to the next roundabout where you take the exit PONTRIEUX; PABU (D787). Continue along the D787 passing through the town of Pabu, until you reach Saint Clet.  At Saint Clet, take the first road on your left and continue on this road until you reach the crossroads.  At the crossroads, turn left and continue along this road until you reach Traou Beslay on your right.  The turning is the third road on your right.
