Enjoy the relaxed setting while sitting on the lazy front porch swing, watching the florida sun set across the vast acres of grazing cows and farmland, enjoy a warm cup of coffee on the back patio, snuggle up to watch a movie by the fireplace, or say hello to our R&D team, our own horses that graze on the beautiful 20 acres out front. The workshop begins at 9:00 AM on Saturday, May 22nd, 2010.   Days 1 and 2 are classroom days, so please bring a notebook and comfortable clothing.  Days 3, 4 and 5 are hands on, evaluating cadavers, dissecting and trimming.   Horses will not be needed until day 5. 

We recommend that each student brings their own horse.  However, horses will be available from the Horse Protection Association of FL (HPAF) for those students who cannot bring their horse.  If you are bringing your horse, please contact me directly to reserve a stall spot.  A stall fee is applicable and up to date Coggins is necessary for all horses.  Stall cost is $15.00 for the day.

Tools will be available for sale at the course.  The basic requirements for anyone to trim during the course are a trimmer’s apron (riding chaps not acceptable), gloves (close fitting), rasp, handle, and a knife.   KC will be going over what tools we use, why we use them, and how to use them on Day Four of the course.  A tool list for purchasing is available on Day One of the course.  Tools can be purchased at any time during the five days. (Note, the Hoof Jack hoof stand is not an approved tool for trimming at the course.  Please refrain from bringing them.)  If you have any questions or would like a specific product, please email me ahead of time to ensure that we hold it aside. IIEP, Inc. has received your deposit to hold your student spot.  Balances are due for the course 60 days prior to the start date of May 22nd.  Please log onto the website and find the balances button for payments.  ($645.00)  If you have registered for the course with less than 60 days to the start date (March 22nd or later), please pay the full amount to ensure attendance. Note:  Deposit Amount is $150.00 to hold your spot and the balance of $645.00 is due as final payment.  

Driving Directions to the NEW facility:

· From the South or Ocala, Take I 75 to exit # 354, which is Route #27.  It’s about one hour and a half from this point at I 75/Route 27.
Follow Route 27 North West.  In Bronson, Stay straight on Route 27 (It reads ALT Route 19/27.  Do NOT turn Right onto 27 at the light)
Stay straight on Route 27/Alt 19 into Cheifland, making a right at the light where you have to go either right or left.  (Stay on Alt 19) Then follow straight on Route 19 further into Old Town.  You will see signs for entering Dixie County.

At the light in the center of Old Town, you will see a Chevron gas station and a Hardees Hamburger Restaurant on your Right.  We are exactly four miles from that light on the right.  You will pass a blinking light at two miles, and see a large farm with a four board white fence.  Follow the long white fence until it ends.  At end of white fence, see road on right that reads NE 446Avenue.
Take a Right onto NE 446th Avenue in Old Town.  There will also be a lower sign for that road that reads:  Raddie-Lord Road.  Follow until you get to sharp right jog in the road.  NE 446 turns into NE 146th Avenue where the sharp right is.  Brick House is on the Left, see Mailbox #770.  Performance Hoof Care sign out front.  Follow grass driveway back to Brick house.
· From Gainesville, it’s about 40 minutes WEST from the I 75/ Route 26 Exit, # 387.
Take W. Newberry Road, or Route 26 West for 38 miles. 

Route 26 turns into 19/ALT 27.  Follow for about 7 miles. 

Take a Right on NE 521 Street, then a Left on NE 146th Avenue.  House on right hand side.  Large Brick house set back.  Look for # 770 on mail box.  See Performance Hoof Care sign out front.
