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In the event you or your horse is injured prior to the workshop…If you are able to find a replacement person, your payments may be applied toward the replacement person’s fee. It will be your responsibility to work out the finances of any monies due you by the replacement person. Both you and your replacement participant must notify KC no later than 30 days prior to the workshop in order to transfer payments made by you. If you cannot find a replacement person, your money may be transferred to a clinic at a later date for an administration fee of $100.00. If you do not wish to transfer to another workshop, you will lose your initial deposit. *Your initial deposit is non-refundable and only transferable prior to sixty days of the course date, and your tuition is non-refundable 60 days or sooner to the course. Most courses fill up fast, and sometimes there is a waiting list for your convenience if you do need to cancel at the last minute.  If this is the case, please notify IAEP, Inc. as soon as possible.  At the course, if you cannot attend a day for any reason, those hours are absolutely non-refundable and cannot be made up at a future workshop. **Barefoot horses are available to those participants who cannot bring their own horse to the workshop. (IAEP recommends participants to bring their own for trimming.) 

Participants will be responsible for their own lodging and stall arrangements in addition to boarding or stall charges for their horses. These charges are NOT included in the cost of the workshop and vary depending on the facility. Stall charges may range from $5.00 per night up to $35.00 per night and may or may not always include stall bedding or cleaning. You must call the hosting facility prior to the workshop to confirm the day or days of your stall reservations. 

*Participants are not required to keep their horse at the clinic site during the workshop. 

Tools are not included in the cost of the workshop. Tools are the responsibility of the participant and are not provided by KC. Tools will be made available for purchase at each workshop.  * Due to safety considerations, all students must have protective leg wear consisting of a trimmer’s apron and protective gloves suitable for trimming.*  Riding chaps are not acceptable and do not provide breakaway features.  The Hoof Jack® is also not an approved tool at the course and will not be permitted for use due to our safety issues with it.

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QUALIFICATIONS FOR HORSES ARE AS FOLLOWS

Any age, breed or level of training of horse will be accepted in a workshop providing the horse will stand willingly while having its hooves worked on. Problem horses will not be addressed in the Applied Equine Podiatry workshops. Health papers showing a negative Coggins test within the local regulation (6 months to 12 months) will be required of all horses. Proof of immunizations and/or a copy of health papers may be required at some venues within the state law regulation (the state your workshop is in) prior to the workshop and originals must be presented at the facility the day you arrive at the workshop. 

KC is looking forward to working with each participant. This is a hands-on workshop with a specific format set by KC.

No ALCOHOL will be permitted during the workshop. 

Unauthorized pets are also prohibited from the workshop site unless otherwise permitted by direct consent from the host.

Liability Clause: It is understood that due to the nature of the horse, working with their hooves and handling in general, accidents can occur. You are advised to wear protective boots and clothing. Upon signing this agreement contract, you agree to release KC La Pierre, the Institute of Applied Equine Podiatry, Inc., their staff and family, the workshop hosts, as well as the workshop facility, its owners, staff and family from all responsibility regarding injury of yourself or to your horse, further from loss or theft, or damage to any items you may have brought with you.
